Paper Golf Rules

1. Take out a sheet of paper and a pencil (or two pencils, but if you only have one you can
share).

2. Fold the paper in half, as shown by the solid crease line in my printable. Unfold. This is
your game board.

3. Assign sides.

4. Each play draws five small (or large — depends how challenging you want the game to be)
civcles on their side of the board. Think carefully about where you place your circles. The
other player is going to try to get their balls into your circles (representing the holes on a
golf course) by calculating the mirvor image location on their half of the board.

5. Once the circles are drawn, Player 1 draws a small filled-in circle (representing a golf ball)
on therr half of the board, in the spot where they think the mirror image of one of Player
2's holes would be.

6. Fold the paper in half, with Player 1's half of the board on top. Player 1 now draws a
small filled-in circle on the back of their half of the board — on the reverse of the first filled
in golf ball circle they drew. This transfers the pencil graphite (or crayon wax) onto Player
2's side of the board.

7. Unfold the paper. If the transfer of the filled-in circle is inside the hollow circle, Player 1
has successfully gotten their ball into the hole! Either way, it is now Player 2's turn.

8. Player 2 now draws a small filled-in golf ball circle on therr half of the paper, in the spot
where they think the mirror image of one of Player 1's holes would be.

4. Player 2 folds the paper in half, with their half of the board on top. and Player 2 now
draws a small filled-in circle on the back side of their half of the board — on the reverse of
the first filled-in golf ball circle they drew. This transfers the pencil graphite onto Player
2's side of the board.

10.Unfold the paper. If the transfer of the filled-in circle is inside the hollow civcle, Player 2
has successfully gotten their ball into the hole!
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
